“In addition, the more compact  
Waxflower forms present a much better 
shape in a pot for retail sale,” said  
Parsons. 

“Now with the growing interest in  
Waxflower for native garden use we are 
now working hard on selecting hybrid 
forms which work better in a suburban 
garden environment, also suitable for 
rockery and small hedge application,” 
he said.
