Dee’s delight
Chamelaucium uncinatum

Early flowering megapetalum
hybrid with stunning lilac flowers

Dee’s delight is a rounded shrub with waxy flowers. 
Flowers from late winter / early spring, with masses
of large flowers ranging from lilac to mauve and
purple.
Popular both as landscaping variety and for cut
flower production.
It attracts native birds and pollinators.
Will tolerate a range of free-draining soils, and
thrives in full sun or semi-shade.

Water first 9 weeks until established; Tolerates dry
periods once established; Prune up to ⅓ of the
plant after flowering; Apply native slow-release
fertiliser in early spring
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In borders, native gardens, and low maintenance
plantings, and for cut flower production
