Early season megapetalum hybrid
with glossy red buds and white
flowers

Moonlight Delight is a rounded shrub with waxy
flowers. 
Flowers from late winter/ early spring, with masses
of large white flowers.
Popular as a landscaping variety and for cut flower
production.
It attracts native birds and pollinators.
Will tolerate a range of free-draining soils, and
thrives in full sun or semi-shade.
